Mr. Eisenhower laid 
the .blame f.r the crisis in the 
Arkansas capital squarely oh Fau­
bus.

It-nftis-4he-second- blow-ton a 
Federal one-two punch at the em­
battled Arkansas Governor. Friday. 
FBI Director J. Edgar H( oyer ac­
cused Faubus of deliberately spread­
ing "falsehoods" about the FBI. 
Faubus had charged in a speech 
that FBI agents in Little Rock 
held teen-age school girls "Inc m- 
munlcado for hours” while ques­
tioning them.

In Little Rock. Gov. Faubus said 
he Is merely being used as a “scape 
goat." He replied to President Eisen 
hower's 'charges by telling news­
men at. an Impromptu news con- 
'f^tfence', “whenever you're in • diffi­
culty you’ve got to have a scape­
goat."
ENCOURAGED MOBS

Mr. Eisenhower declared that 
Faubus encouraged "mobs of ex­
tremists to: flout the orders ot a 
Federal court" and refused to use 
his police powers to protect NegToes 
against the hesulting violence.

He would have been acquiescing 
in “dissolution cf the Union," Mi'. 
Elsenhower said, if he had not used 
the Army to protect, the peaceful 
citizens of Little Rock and enforce 
court-ordered school integration.

The President delivered his blast 
at Faubus in a telegram to. Sen. 
Richard Russell (D) Gal, who had 
accused the soldiers guarding Cen­
tra'. High School of using the tac­
tics of “Hitlers storm troopers.” 

■Mr. Eisenlv.wer did not men­
tion Faubus by name in his scorch­
ing reply to' Russell, but pinned 
his chargesf directly to the gov­

In liis conference with Mr. Nixon 
back in the summer, King’s pro­
posal to reigster five million Ne­
groes- of the South might have re­
ceived the Vice President’s appro­
val.

This approval' might have been 
announced at the Southern Chris­
tian Leadership Conference by the 
Rev. King, but it Is hardly concei­
vable that the progressive young 
minister said that the Vice Presi­
dent would be a "joint leader’.’ in 
this movement. The official state­
ment adopted by the Conference 
meeting in Montgomery on August 
8, made no reference whatsoever 
of Vice President Nixon.

The Vice President’s office also 
refuted reports that the Vice Pre­
sident had received threatening 
telephone calls because of his fight 
for civil rights. "There’s not a thing 
to it." said Nixon’s assistant; re­
peating with a great deal of em­
phasis, "Not a thing to it.”

DISGRACEFUL BAPTIST 
CONVENTION

The National Baptist Convention, 
Lie., meeting, in Louisville, has ex­
hibited a disorganized body in show­
ing an utter disregard for rules of 
order. For. any organization to dis­
play the conduct seen in Louis­
ville last week is disgraceful but 
for it to be a religious organization 
that lays claim to being thé largest 
Negro religious organization in the 
world is both, disgraceful and pathe­
tic. .

Before thé Convention . opened, 
ministers from al! over the country 
had accused Dr. J. H. Jackson 
president of the convention, of 
building a machine to ignore a ten­
ure provision passed in 1952 and 
perpetuate himself in office. While 
it cannot definitely, be proved that 
Df. Jackson built the machine him- ■ 
self,, it' was certainly evident that 
the machine existed. No one who 
was not a Jackson supporter, ex­
cept neutral persons making reports 
of appeals for funds, ever get, a 
chance to address the convention. '

The rostum was continually sur­
rounded by 8 to. 10 hefty Jacksonites 
who nid riot hesitate to use force 
to keep the opposition from being 
heard. The two candidates opposing 
Dr. Jackson — Rev. T. M. Cham­
bers and Dr. Sandy F. Ray — stood 
ho more of a chance of being heard 
by the group than the lowest sin­
ner in Louisville.

Rev. Elijah J. Echols, pastor of 
First Shiloh Baptist Ohm-ch Buf­
falo, N. Y.» voiced the opinion of 
25 ministers'of his area when he 
called for fair elections. He asked 
for abandonment of the ‘'acclama­
tion*’ steamroller technique and for 
tlie setting up of voting by states 
so that only delegates may vote.

The need for such arrangement 
became apparent when the election 
was held Thursday afternoon., As 
the single ■ list of nominees (ad­
ministration-backed) , was read to, 
the convention and was being vot­
ed on, Rev. L. K. Jackson, Gary, 
Ind., voiced an unreadiness in an 
attempt to determine how delegates 
with voting rights were to be dis­
tinguished from persons without 
voting rights. Dr. Jackson ignored 

. thé unreadiness, saying, “I am go­
ing' to see, if the crowd is ready.” 
Evidently the crowd was ready, in­
cluding the nori-delegates, because

Whether or not the convention is 
best served by the election oi Dr 
Jackson and the rest cf the officers 
selected is not for us to say: We 
do say, however that ends cannot , 
justify means. Parliamentary pro­
cedure Robert’s Rules of , Order 
notwithstanding, were not followed 
during the 1957 National Baptist 
Qonyentiori, Inc.- All persons pre­
siding were Jackson supporters’; arid 
acted in his behalf. No one-was 
recognized from the floor and those 
•who did succeed in reaching- the 
platform- were forcefully' ejected. 
One man Rev. R-. L. Exvans of 
Brooklyn, N. Y., was bodily hurled 
from the platform to the press table 
below/ .’

The scene that followed this was 
the most disheartening ever wit­
nessed during a religious meeting. 
Evans hurled a chairback-on ¿the 
stage and a virtual chair duel fol­
lowed with Evans on one side and 
five or six Jacks.cn supporters i on 
the other,side. The fact that these 
were ministers in a great national 
convention acting like hoodlums is 
a black mark upon tlie Baptist de­
nomination.

According to the dean of minis­
ters and college professors, Dr. Ben­
jamin E. Mays of Morehouse Col­
lege, Atlanta.' Ga., the ocqurance 
was unfortunate. He said:

*T think it is most unfortunate 
the way the business of the National 
Baptist Convention,.

These children, who in the face of every form and manner of 
ugliness which in no wise became civilization. Io Say nothing of an 
American citizen, bore up with that fortitude and native bravery 
as to carry with decency and respect the portion of the Negro's 

. jqurden placed on their youthful shoulders.
Cat-calls, use of unseemly epithets and otherwise resorts io 

patterns that had been fed from political stumps for generations, 
did not break the bold spirit of these whose forbears came up 
through "hard trials and great tribulations."

History has always had its trail blazers and those persons; 
incident to an occasion; the guinea pigs of uncertain and untried 
ordeals. They were present at Babylon, in Rome and at Gettys­
burg. -■

While disturbances and opposition had been noted in other { 
places in the deep South, and while integration has been going 
on, even in Arkansas, this would be the first time a governor 
caused the break-down of the law and defiance that the Presi- | 
dent of the United Stateshad no alternative except calling on a 
part of the Army to uphold law.

These nine pilgrims marched through the lines of bayonets 
with faith in their President and the protection of their govern­
ment.

In them, by television expression, we saw those genuine 
Americans; fired in the intensity of the record of their govern­
ment which had weathered civil insurrection and open rebellion. 
In them there was no quibbling, no bashfulness of inferiority and 
no symptoms of fear. They marched with heads upright, backs 
unbowed and with that rare persistency nurtured in the spirit of 
non-violence.

The interviews heard over newscasts brought out the intel­
ligent statements made by the Negro children relative to their 
first day's experience. One teen-age young lady told in beautiful 
English her story. She quoted Tennyson in her attitude toward the 
white students.

Thusly, these little trail blazers, pilgrims of light, are like those 
pioneers of old whose tracks along the slippery banks of time 
are lamps unto the feet and lights upon the pathway of this grand 
Republic which exemplified to them that this nation under God 
had in the White House at this particular time one who symbol­
izes—"one country, indivisible, with liberty and justice—for all." 

Remember the Nine. And never forget President Eisen­
hower!

The action of President Elsen­

hower in sending paratrotpers of 
the 101st Airborne Division to Little 
Rock’ Ark., to end willful Inter­
ference.by mobs with Federal court 
orders for the admission of ten 
colored children into the hitherto 
lily-white Central High School met 
generally with editorial approval in 
newspapers outside cf the Deep 
South. .

Under the heading “Troops in 
“Troops in Little Rock,” The New 
York Times of Wednesday ccm- 
menetd:

“As the President said last night, 
his responsibility is ’inescapable’ to 
uphold ' the authority of the Fed­
eral courts. Mob rule had tem­
porarily won over in Little Rock; 
and to permit a continuatin of mob 
rule would be to invite anarchy.

“The President pointed out that 
ah immediate cessation cf resistance 
to Federal court orders would make 
the further presence of Federal 
troops unnecessary; and so he put 
the prospect of a speedy end to 
this'ultimate use of Federal power 
squarely up to the citizens of Little 
Rock and the State of Arkansas."

The New York Herald Tribune, 
under the caption “The President 
Applies Force,” said:
HOPED FOR BEST

"To call out the . treops was 
obviously a hard choice. Certainly 
Mr. Eisenhower exercised great 
patience and forbearance — far 
mere, it seems to us than was 
justified. Tills was a case of con­
tributed disobedience, yet the Presi­
dent hoped for the best.

“But Governor Faubus could not 
be persuaded to see-the light,'and 
his devious course finally resulted 
■in the disgraceful eruption at Lit­
tle Rock c-n Monday.”

Concluding, the Herald Tribune

said:
“President Eisenhower did exact­

ly what was necessary. For if the 
Federal government fails to enforce 
its laws and yields to the meto the 
result can only .be anarchy. Here 
there is no option. We must live 
by the Constitution and in the web 
of the Union.”
CHALLENGE MET

Under the heading, To Pre­
serve the constitution,-’ the. Wash­
ington Post and Times Herald com­
mented:

.despite all the unhappy 
consequences and despite the wish 
that the crisis in Little Rock could 
have been avoided, the cne thing 
worse would have been to let' the . 
challenge go unmet. The issue pos­
ed by those who scorn the law had 
to be faced, in Little Rock or else­
where. •

“The fervent hope is that once the 
determination to uphold Federal law 
is demonstrated in practice and 
the mobs are dispersed, operation 
cf the schools will proceed accord­
ing to plan and the people of Lit­
tle Rock will be left to work out 
their own program of compliance 
without interference.

No Time For Extreme Statements Or Actions
(From ATLANTA DAILY WORLD)

At this time of domestic crisis, as a result of a challenge of 
Federal authority by the Governor of Arkansas, every responsible 
American of both races have a responsibility to show restraint 
ond do nothing to increase tension between the races. This is our 
position.

Frankly; we- are disturbed, but not completely surprised by 
the extreme utterances by our two U. S. Senators, Russell and 
Talmadge in criticisms of President Eisenhower for his action in 
carrying out his sworn duty to uphold the rulings of the federal 
court. Senator Russell is reported as having sent a telegram to the 
President in which reference was made to "Hitler-like tactics and 
high-handed and illegal methods used by steel-helmeted and bay­
oneted federal troops" in Little Rock action. Senator Talmadge has 
stated he wished he could cast a vole to impeach the President.

These are extreme statements and are unworthy of a Senator 
who has also taken an oath to uphold the Federal Constitution. 
We don't believe these slalements represent a majority of the 
citizens of this state. They most certainly do not represent us. 
They can contribute nothing constructive to the'.issue at hand.

This is no time for extremists on either side of this segregation 
issue which we think has been magnified all out of proportion by 
both sides, and especially those who hdve defended segregation. 
This segregation issue can be met in a manner that can be satis­
factory to both races. But the trouble in this and a few other 
states some persons in high public places are telling the citizens 
that defiance is a way. That is not the way, and Little Rock is a 
very recent example.

We hope responsible officials will move to bring together 
representative members of both races, and we believe a way can 
be found to eliminate this so-called race issue so we can turn our 
attention to some of the more important questions that affect in 
general, the lives of all the citizens.

The President has been close to the pulse of the world, its sen­
sitivities, its nerve center. He for one, knows that we as a nation, 
can no longer hide our crimes. A mob can' no longer beat and 
sexually mutilate a human being, as Klansmen did in Birmingham 
a few weeks ago and hide the sins. A racist and rabble rouser, 
such as John Kasper can no longer march with picket lines around 
schools in the South to arouse racial hatred against Negro chil­
dren without the Kremlin, making twisted and dangerous propa-j 
ganda fuel to feed the-test of the world.

The President of the United States, more recently General 
Eisenhower, is aware of the dangers that lie in mob rule, so he 
sent troops to bring law to Little Rock. Today, aS a leader of the 
free world, our practices hang naked before the world, and as 
the President indicated, the pranks of demagogues are putting 
this nation in great danger with racist practices. These acts of sin 
have far-reaching implications.

The wrong lies not in what 
Rock but in the hearts of those 
to the four winds of hate.

Governor Faubus’ Explanation Not Convincing
Governor Orval Faubus of Arkansas, finally decided to try to 

explain to the citizens of Arkansas and the American public in 
general, his reasons for calling out troops to prevent the entrance 
of Negro students to the Little Rock High School last September 3. 
He spoke Thursday night. All along since his tragic decision of 
calling the National Guard and giving them instructions to bar 
the children, the Governor, by vague inferences suggested that 
if the children entered school, there would be widespread violence. 
Reporters constantly sought evidence that the Governor had for 
his action. Finally, a court hearing was held on September 20 
before Federal Judge Davies. Still, the Governor failed to appear. 
However, he was represented by Attorneys who had the temerity 
to challenge the authority of the federal government. No effort 
was made to support the action of Gov. Faubus.

Many indicate that the Governor's move in using force to 
prevent the carrying out of the Court's decision had strong, poli­
tical implications. Others say that his action was part of a plan 
to establish another barrier through arm force to check the inte­
gration trend. Whatever his real motive, his decision was wrong 

, . „and illegal
On the basis of the Governor's public explanation, it seems 

to us/that he convicts himself. His speech dealt with instances 
of integration in schools in various parts of his state and also the 
integration of the state transportation system. So, it is logical to 
conclude that if the sentiment was such in his state to justify these 
developments, the calling of troops is entirely unjustified. This is

As long as lhe mobs beat, 
even children, not a word of disapproval came from Southern 
politicians. It was alright for a governor to send troops Io bar 
Negro pupils from school when the Court had decreed that they 
attend. It was also alright for Negro adults to be kicked, beaten 
and attacked by professional mobsters. But when Federal troops 
were moved in by the President to restore order and protect the 
rights of everyone, it was labeled as "dictatorship" Federal rule 
by bayonets, the suppression of slates rights. The great wrong 
lies not in the action of the President, but in the hearts and minds 
of those public officials who have thrown a steady stream of 
contempt at the U. S. Supreme Court, Their constant defiance of 
law, their enslavement to segregation demonstrate the erosion 
which has taken place in respect to law and order.

If those in responsible positions are so careless as to reject 
and denounce the decisions of our highest court, what can be ex­
pected of the poor, ill-educated and deceived whites of Alabama, 
Mississippi, Arkansas and other sections where mob rule has pre­
vailed.

It is true that the Negro came to America in slave ships; 
many whites came over in the Mayflower. But with centuries 
behind us, we find that we ore all in the same boat. No one knows 
this any better than the General who recently moved into the 
South -against mob. rule.

i "The . events in Little Rock are 
I a sobering spectacle. But the fact 
that the crisis has been joined is 
a heartening . reminder that the 
country Is moving ahead In . pur­
suit of the Ideals of law ond jus­
tice.’’
