II. ITS HISTORY 
As we can most nearly ascertain our 

Association was organized in the year 1876. 
The early records of the Association were 
destroyed, among them the roll of Presi­
dents, which leaves us in the dark as to its 
early history, but we are sure that in 1886 
the Association was in fine running order. 

Rev. W. M . Anderson, now of Dallas, 
Texas, is the first recorded President. Since 
that date it has continued to prosper, but 
still is not what we are trying to make it. 

Ideas gotten from the Southern Students' 
Conference held annually at Black Mountain, 
N. C., have given an impetus to the Asso­
ciation that assures us that its work will 
attain success. In the past the Associa- ~ 
tion has not been what it should be and : 
is not now, but we are striving to make 
it as well organized as possible by getting 
officers, Cabinet and Committeemen "who 
will work." In place of a loosely kept 
Treasurer's book that has been kept, the 
finances will be handled in a business-like, 
systematic way. The other committees are 
to excell the records made by previous com­
mittees, and so as a whole the Y. M. C. A. 
is now in its best condition. Yet we can 
improve it. 

III. ITS PRESENT WORK 
The Association is now in the hands of 11 a well equipped corps of workers. It is 1 

the plan of the President and his Cabinet 
to put on the committees only those men 
who will work, and all who have accepted 
positions on any committee have done so 
with the intention of making it a success.

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of the Y. M . C. A. and a believer in Christ." 
Following is a brief outline of the various 
committees-: 

1. RELIGIOUS MEETINGS.-Services are 
held every Sunday afternoon at 2:00 o'clock. 
These meetings are conducted by the students, 
as it is primarily a University Association, 
open meetings first and third Sundays. The 
sole idea of the meetings is to worship by 
song and prayer, and instruction from the 
leader. A certain week in February is 
appointed every year by the Cabinet in 
which services are held every evening. The 
object is to revive the spiritual life of the 
Institution and to start off the new year 
under the guidance o"f the Spirit. Special 
meetings are held throughout the year con­
ducted by select speakers from various parts 
of the country. A series of life work talks 
have been arranged. Special music is often 
had at meetings. 

2. MISSION STUDY.-The Mission and 
Bible Study Committees have arranged a 
very systematic course in both depart­
ments and it is hoped that every person in 
school will join a class of each if it can 
possibly be arranged. Following is a general 
outline of both :

Schools 

S. P. UNIVERSITY.-The University occu­
pies a beautiful tract of twenty-four acres 
of ground on the northern edge of the city. 
The front campus is shaded by immense 
oaks; the back campus furnishes ample room 
for ball grounds, tennis courts, etc. There 
are three large buildings which contain the 
chapel, public hall, society halls, Y. M. C. A. 
rooms, library, recitation rooms and the 
gymnasium. The system is elective. 
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THE HOWELL PUBLIC SCHOOL is a model 
of its kind. It has an attendance of about 
seven hundred pupils. It is situated on 
Frank lin street near Fifth. 

THE CLARKSVILLE HIGH SCHOOL is situated 
on Greenwood avenue near Madison street. 

Points of Interes t 

The principal points of interest about the 
city are as follows: 

The COURT HousE, a splendid structure in 
the center of the city, which was destroyed 
by fire in March, 1900; has been rebuilt and 
improved. It contains the offices of all the 
county officials and the various court rooms. 

CITY WATER WORKS.-The pump .house 
is located about a mile from the city on the 
Cumberland River. The water is pumped 
through all the main pipes to rhe large stand 
pipe near the passenger depot. There are 
one hundred and forty fire plugs. The whole 
system cost $135,000. A first-class filter has 
been added to the equipment of the system 
at a cost of $20,000. 

The FIRE DEPARTMENT consists of one 
LaFrance Auto Fire Engine, one steam fire 
engine, one chemical wagon, four hose reels, 
and one latest improved hook and ladder 
truck. Four experienced firemen are em­
ployed at a regular salary, and twenty-five 
extras are paid for actual time at fires; and 
are constantly on duty. The headquarters 
of the Fire Department is on Third street, 
')etween Madison and Commerce. 

GREENWOOD CEMETERY, one of the most 
beautiful spots near Clarksville, is kept in 
excellent condition. Here are to be found 
many costly and beautiful monuments. In 
the midst of the Cemetery, lifting its head 
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towards Heaven, stands a granite shaft, fifty 
feet in height, erected to the memory of the 
Confederate dead. 

The OLD FoRT is located two miles north 
of the city, on the north side of the Cum­
berland. 

EVERGREEN LODGE FLOWER GARDEN is on 
North Second street, where one can spend 
a very pleasant afternoon in the various 
greenhouses, which are filled with all kinds 
of shrubs and flowers. 

PORTER's BLUFF, on Red River, just above 
the Russellville pike, is a very popular resort 
for strollers, and one of the most beautiful 
points around Clarksville. 

DVNBAR's CAVE, near the Russellville pike, 
about three miles from town, furnishes the 
most picturesque place for picnics and 
pleasure parties one could desire. It is a 
po1jular summer resort. 
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Constitution 
Of the Young Men's Christian Associa­

tion of the Southwestern Pres­
byterian University 

ARTICLE I 

Name 

The name of this organization shall be the 
"Young Men's Christian Association of the 
Southwestern Presbyterian University." 

ARTICLE II 

Object 
The object of this Association shall he 

to promote growth in grace and Christan 
fellowship among its members, and do 
aggressive work; train them for Christian 
service, and to lead them to devote their 
lives to Jesus Christ, not only in distinctively 
religious callings, but also in secular pursuits. 

ARTICLE III 

Membership 

SECTION 1. The active membership of the 
Association shall consist of men, either 
students or members of the Faculty of this 
Institution, who are members in good 
standing of an evangelical church. Only 
active members shall have the right to vote 
and hold office. 
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SEC. 2. Any man of good moral character, 
either student, or member of Faculty, may 
become an associate member by making 
known his desire to the Pres;dent or Chair· 
man of Membership Committee. 

SEc. 3. The membership fee shall be one 
dollar ($1.00) per annum, payable at such 
time or times as the Association may deter­
mine. 

SEc. 4. It shall be tre duty of each mem­
ber to cooperate heartily in carrying out the 
object of the Association as indicated in 
Article II, according to the policy deter­
mined by the Association or the Execntive 
Committee. 

ARTICLE IV 

Officers 

SECTION 1. The officers shall be a President, 
,Vice-President, Recording Secretary, Corres­
ponding Secretary, Treasurer, and Journal 
Editor, chosen by ballot at rhe annual meeting 
of the Association in the month of March, to 
serve one year. They shall enter office one 
week after election. 

SEc. 2. The President shall preside at all 
business meetings of the Association. He 
shall appoint all comm1ttees, and notify all 
officers and committees of their election or 
appointment, and shall seE> that committees 
are organized and set at work as soon as 
possihle after appointment. He shall hold 
the Chairman of committees responsible for 
the work of their respective committees. He 
shall, on retiring, present a written report 
covering the term of his office, together with 
recommendations concerning the future work 
of the Association. 

SEc. 3. The Vice-President shall perform 
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the duties of the Predident in the absence 
of the latter. 

SEc. 4. The Recording Secretary shall 
keep full minutes of all business meetings 
of the Association and of the Cabinet. He 
shall notify all members of their election. 
He shall also keep a statistical register of 
all work done by the Association, and shall 
receive and file written reports of all com­
mittees. 

SEC. 5. The Corresponding Secretary shall 
conduct the correspondence of the Association 
and serve as a medium of communication 
between his Association and the International 
and State Committees. 

SEC. 6. The Trea~urer shall have charge 
of the funds of the Association, under the 
directio!l of the Cabinet. He shall collect 
all dues and keep an account od all receipts 
and disbursements. 

SEc. 7. The Journal Editor is to write up 
for The Journal all things of interest and 
benefit to theY. M . C. A. 

SEC. 8. The six officers, together with the 
Chairman of committees, shall constitute the 
Cabinet, and shall have general management 
of affairs of the Association. 

SEC. 9. If any vacancy occurs in the 
offices, it shall be filled by ballot at the next 
regular business meeting of the Association, 
or at a special meeting called for that purpose. 

ARTICLE V 
Committees 

SECTION 1. Upon entering upon the duties 
of his office, the President shall appoint the 
following committees: 
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(1) A Committee on Work for New Stu­
dents, which shall have charge of the special 
effort to reach the new students a t the very 
beginning of the College year. 

(2) A Committee on Membership, which 
shall follow up the work of the Committee 
on Work for New Students, aiming to bring 
every man in the College ultimately into the 
Association. . 

(3) A Committee on Religious Meetings, 
which shall have charge of the regular and 
special devotional and gospel meetings. The 
Chairman of this committee shall appoint 
the leader of each meeting and also the one 
to take charge. 

(4) A Committee on Bible Study, the 
object of which shall be to interest every 
student in the Bible, and to enlist each 
Christian student in some form of systematic 
Bible study. 

(5) A Finance Committee, which shall 
secure for the Association the money neces­
sary to adequately cultivate its own field, and 
to extend the Association movement. The 
Treasurer shall be ex-officio Chairman of this 
committee. 

(6) A Missionary Committee, which shall 
aim to secure the active interests of every 
member of the Association in the cause of 
Missions, and to promote the Students' 
Volunteer Movement as an organic depart­
ment of the Association. 

(7) A Social Committee, which shall have 
in charge the development of the social life 
of the Association. The members of this 
committee shall act as ushers at every 
meeting. 

(8) A Room Committee, which shall have 
control of the games and rooms while in use. 
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SEc. 2. The Cabinet shall make annual 
nomination for the various offices; but in 
such a way as not to trammel the freedom 
of the Association in electing any one whom 
they may desire. 

SEC. 3. Special committees for other pur­
poses may be provided, and their work, by 
vote of the Association at any business 
meeting. They shall be appointed in the 
same way as the regular committees. 

SEC. 4. Each Chairman rriay, with the 
concurrence of the President, subdivide his 
committee, assigning to each sub-committee 
special duties. 

SEc. 5. The President and Corresponding 
Secretary shall be ex-officio members of all 
committees. 

SEc. 6. The President shall hold a Cabinet 
meeting at the beginning of each term, to 
be attended by the officers and Chairman 
of committees, at which the policy of each 
committee for the ensuing term shall be 
marked out and discussed. They shall also 
hold monthly meetings. 

EEc. 7. Each regular committee shall gave 
a monthly meeting for the consideration of 
its special department of Association work. 

SEC. 8. Immediately after the monthly 
meeting of each committee its Chairman 
shall file with the Recording Secretary a 
written report covering the work of the 
committee during the preceding month. 

ARTICLE VI 
Meetings 

SECTION 1. The Association shall hold a 
regular business meeting, in connection with 
the annual election of officers in the winter 
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term, and whenever thought best by the 
Cabinet. 

SEc. 2. Special meetings may be called by 
the President, or at the ritten request of 
three members. 

SEc. 3. Nine active members shall consti­
tute a quorum. . 

SEc. 4. Meetings of the Cabinet shall be 
called by the President whenever necessary 
for the transaction of business. 

ARTICLE VII 
Debt 

SECTION 1. Bo debt shall be incurred by 
this As~ociation. 

SEc. 2. Money that is advanced by the 
Association to any student for the purpose of 
attending the Southern Students' Conference 
shall be repaid to Association by same 
student within one year after he has finished 
his college course. The payee shall give his 
note for the amount received, and if money 
is not paid within time indicated it is to 
bear 6 per cent interest until paid . This fund 
shall be known as the "Delegate Fund." 

ARTICLE VIII 

Amendments 

Amendments to this Constitution shall 
require for their adoption notice at the 
previous regular business meeting, and a 
two-thirds vote of its members present, 
except that this Article, Article I, and 
Article III, Section 1, shall not be altered 
or appealed without the concurrence of the 
International Committee of the Young Men's 
Christian Association.

II. STUDENT ORGANIZATIONS 
Literary Societies 

There are two Literary Societies, The 
Washington Irving and The Stewart. The 
former was founded in old Stewart College 
before the war, but died out for several 
years during the war. It was reorganized 
in 1875, and has prospered ever since. The 
latter was originally an offshoot of W. I. 
L. S., starting again after the war, about 
the same time. Annually contests are held 
between the Societies in declamation, oratory, 
debate, essay and story writing, and com­
position of poems. Both do excellent work 
and no student should fail to join one of 
them. Meetings are held every Friday night 
at 7:00 or 7:30 o'clock. A representative 
of the school is selected from one of the 
Societies to speak in the Tennessee Inter­
Collegiate Oratorical Contest held in rotation 
at various places in the State. Two years 
of Literary Society is required for any degree. 
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A student may not withdraw from a class 
without consent of the Professor and of the 
President. 

Every student. must pursue a course of 
not more than eighteen hours a week and 
not less than fifteen, except by special per­
mission of the Faculty. 

Non-resident students are not allowed to 
join a military company. 

A theological student may not take outside 
supply work without the consent of the 
Faculty and of the Chairman of Education 
of his Presbytery. 

Entertainments may not be given on the 
Campus or in the buildings without the con­
sent of the Faculty. Entertainments with 
clancing are not allowed on the University 
premises. 

Rooms in Calvin and Robb Halls must 
be engaged directly from the President. A 
room will be reserved only the first three 
days of the session, unless five dollars be paid 
toward the rent, when it will be reserved 
tlie first ten days. 

GRADING SYSTEM 

The standard for graduation and for pass­
ing from a lower to a higher class is 60 on 
each examination and 70 for the class 
average on recitations for the session. Un­
excused absences from classes give the 
offender 0 and lower deportment 10 points 
for first absence, 15 for second, 25 for third. 
Monthly reports of daily grades are sent 
out. 

For distin~tion the student must have an 
average of 85 on class standing and the 
three examinations, with a minimum of 80 on 
each. 
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THE HONOR SYSTEM 

The Honor System 

Among the prized assets of S. P. U. are 
her traditions, and the most valuable of 
these is her Honor System. We do not 
deem it necessary to attempt to explain 
what this means; suffice it to say, the Honor 
System is the "basis of our student organi­
zation." It presumes every student to be 
a gentleman, and to conduct himself in an 
honorable and upright manner in all phases 
of student life. A pledge is required on 
all examination papers. Your word given to 
the Professors will be accepted implicitly, · 
and your pledge nevt>r questioned. 

The Honor System is supported and 
enforced by the students themselves. Any 
infraction should be reported to the Honor 
Council composed of students representing 
the fraternities and the non-fraternity men, 
and they will immediately investigate and 
give fair trial; and the penalty fixed will ne 
sustained by the Faculty.
