Annah Lee Early:
______ started in 1910, was organized in 1910 in the home of Mr. and Mrs. A.B. Carruthers.

Interviewer:
And you said your parents were part of that charter member group?

Annah Lee Early:
There were 32 of them.

Interviewer:
Now, this is Glen Mary, which was the original Galloway home?

Annah Lee Early:
That’s right.  I didn’t know that was the name of it, but that’s it.  You know, I said 32; this says 38, there were 38 charter members.

And the church services or meetings at that point were held in the Carruthers’ home, then Second Presbyterian Church gave us, I think, $10,000.00 with which to build a church.  Imagine building a church for $10,000.00 now.  And that’s when we bought, or they gave us the land there on the corner of Autumn and Dickinson.  There is still a little church there.  It’s my understanding that it has to always be used for a church, which is too bad they made a stipulation like that now because of the parking.

Interviewer:
It’s difficult.  Right.

Annah Lee Early:
It’s real difficult.  A church with any kind of congregation just has a horrible time with the parking.  But at any rate, these are the original 38 members right down here, and then, our very first minister was a Dr. McKeever, and when he was there – let’s see.  Yes, it was $10,000.00.  A building was erected, including the furnishings, for $15,500.00, and we were self-supporting from the start.  Dr. McKeever came and was here from 1910 to 1913.  Of course, he was just a young man right out of the seminary.

Okay, now where did your parents live at the time that they were –

Well actually, at that time, my parents were not married.  My own mother was living, and she did not belong to this church.  She was an Episcopalian.  When I said my parents, I really meant my father and my stepmother.  So, my stepmother was named Miss Katie Oliver, and she is listed here as Katie Oliver –

Oh, I see.

– and my father was Eugene Early.  Obviously, he’s listed as Eugene Early.  Here he is, Eugene Early, Jr.  Let’s see.  Now my own mother died when I was eight, and so she was living at the time.  Well, I wasn’t born in 1910 but she was living, so it was really my stepmother.

Now they lived over in the neighborhood – 

Annah Lee Early:
Yes.  My own parents, my father at that time, lived at 1678 Forrest.  That is in the block between Evergreen and Angelus, and my stepmother, who at that time, of course, was not married, lived at 1618 Forrest with her sister and brother-in-law, and her sister was one of the original members, too.  And her sister was Miss E.O. Bailey, who was the grandmother of some of the Baileys that you folks may know:  Sonny, Bubba, and Junior, as we call them.  What are their real names?  Edgar, Dean and Ed.  But do you know Penny Bailey?

I don’t ______ –

Annah Lee Early:
And then Edgar is the one we call Junior.  He’s the one with Leader Federal, Edgar and Ann Bailey.  They are the grandchildren of Mr. and Mrs. Bailey with whom my stepmother lived.

Interviewer:
Oh, I see.

Annah Lee Early:
They were at 1618, and my own family lived at 1678, a little farther east, just about a block farther east.  Then, Dr. McKeever came and, apparently, stayed with us until 1913, and at that time we had a membership of 100, or more than 100 it says.

Now you have a little church history.  There’s one in the library –

Yes, that little green one.

They said there was an earlier one.  Do you know if this is the later one or the earlier one?  They said that one was put out around 1930, a little –

I have a feeling this was taken from that one.  I just really don’t know.

And then there’s one for the 50th anniversary – 

Annah Lee Early:
Yeah, ______ off and on, 50th.  But then our next minister was Dr. Carpenter, and of course _________ churches you know–

We haven’t seen the inside.  That’s a nice little building.

Annah Lee Early:
Well, it really is.  It’s just a delightful little building.

Interviewer:
Because it looks small outside _______.

Annah Lee Early:
And it was even smaller, because we built what we called the annex onto it back in the back, but originally it was just that building with the sanctuary in it, and they had Sunday school classes just in different parts of the sanctuary:  One group here, and one group here, and one group here.  And then I can remember when the annex was built onto it, that went south, it went south back, and then, of course, when we outgrew it, we sold it to the Mormons.

Oh, really?

Interviewer:
– and leased, rented.  In some way it’s still used as a church, but it’s owned by an individual.

Someone bought it –

It’s just too bad –

Interviewer:
– at auction, I think.

Interviewer:
Oh, really?

Interviewer:
Mm hmm. They come from Covington, or something like that.

Annah Lee Early:
Well Mr. Wood, of course, has been there for years and years and years, and he would I’m sure –

Interviewer:
He’s kept an eye on it.

Annah Lee Early:
Yeah.  Oh, very much so. But since he’s right across from it - but it’s no place for a church of any denomination because of the parking.

Well the neighbors ________ –

Annah Lee Early:
________.  Now, here’s when the Sunday school annex was erected in 1921 at an approximate cost of $25,000.00, and here, again, Second came through and gave us $5,000.00.  I had forgotten that.  And that was built just straight south.

Yes, and apparently this says we were self-sustaining from the first.  I think the only contributions made by Second were the original $10,000.00 and then this $5,000.00.  Let me see what Colonel Galloway did.  Here’s something about –

________.  Oh, yeah.  They helped I think six churches. [Cut 0:06:34:15] Now, Colonel Galloway actually gave the lot.  I didn’t realize that.  Colonel Robert Galloway gave the lot.

Yeah.  Somewhere I read they had to spend at least $10,000.00.  That was part of the stipulation.  I guess he didn’t want to _______.

Yeah, that’s it, Colonel Robert Galloway, a public spirited citizen of the neighborhood.  I guess he was living around in that home on the corner of McLean and Overton Park, which was his home, and that must have been it, and Second gave the $10,000.00.

Annah Lee Early:
No.  At one time, we thought we would build on that lot, and that, too, was a mistake because Trinity is just came _______ across, and that might make too much parking.  See, all the Trinity people and all the Evergreen people _______ Sunday morning.

Well now that doesn’t look like the same one as the Carruthers’ house, does it?  I guess it does.

So, this was he and this was Mr. Snyder, the preacher.

Well that could be the same.  It’s just that the coloring is different, don’t you think?

I guess it is.  That looks like the entrance, doesn’t it?  Well, anyway, the reason it did not work out was really was all______ purchased in the first time _______ because Trinity was already there.  And so then, you see, we eventually sold that to Trinity, and now Trinity Methodist has their own sanctuary, which they’ve had all along, and they’ve made an educational building now.  They tore down that family house and that education _______.  But the years when we still had this, we had Sunday school classes over here, and the church was still over on Autumn and Dickinson, you know, and so –

Yeah, and here he is.  Everybody is looking sad.  You know he had surgery –

You mentioned this as something that the church is _______ community service.  What else can you point to that Evergreen has done for community service?

Annah Lee Early:
Oh, there’s lots of things.  To begin with, the recreational building that we have, I don’t know that I could give you the percentages, but I think that it is definitely a community project and we all realize that.  I would say that probably even 70 percent, or even higher, the participants said the children are blacks.

Well in the summers we have sometimes, which just meant that the park commission could use our restroom facilities, and things like that, when they – I don’t know if they even still do that.  But the park commission used to furnish workers, and the kids would play there on the playground, so we would let them have the land and would leave the downstairs open so they could use the restrooms.  Well anyway, Evergreen, I think the recreational building is just a tremendous thing because it is definitely a community project.

For years, we’ve participated in I guess it was the reading program for slow learners over at – what is that school that was all black north of us?  Miss Harriet McLean headed that up, and a group of our ladies would go over there and work with these children who I believe they weren’t ready to go into the second grade.  At any rate, they were children who just really had not had any kind of background, and unless they were gonna get some help right then and there, they probably never would have gotten through school.  It was either on the first grade or maybe it was before they entered the first grade, and I believe that some of those people are still doing that.  And then, we have a group of our people who work with the Johnson Auxiliary, and we have a group of them who work in the – well, I don’t guess it’s the prenatal clinic.  No, it’s the baby clinic, because I know as the mothers leave John Gaston, they give them instructions about the feeding, and they go down there every week.

Let me see.  Sarah White and Mary Dehl, and Dorothy Green – there were four of them who do that on a regular weekly basis, and try to instruct the mothers so that the children will have nutritional food.

You mentioned a while ago you don’t have black members.  Is it just because they just haven’t –

Yes, that’s right.

– chosen to come there?  Not that the church objects – 

Annah Lee Early:
No.  Oh, no.  The officers have voted they would accept them.  We had one black boy who went to Southwestern and who actually joined our church, but really our church service is not the kind that is meaningful to the blacks, anymore than their service would be meaningful to us.  It’s just, you know, it’s a different –

Annah Lee Early:
– tempo, yeah.

And in our children’s choir, in the little bitty choir, every once in a while they come and sing in the church.  There are always a few blacks, but there are just many, many blacks at the recreational building, and of course that’s supervised recreation, you know, which is I think real great.

______ and let’s see, Evergreen and Lindsay Memorial are in a combination effort, where as we have the food and the Lindsay has the clothes.  I don’t mean we furnish all the food.  Lindsay helps us with the food and we help them with the clothes, but they maintain the clothes closet and we maintain the food pantry, and the first Sunday of every month, we are each asked to bring just one can of anything, just one can to go into the food pantry.  This is for emergency cases.  This is not on a longtime deal, but perhaps some elderly couple who’s entirely dependent on their Social Security check and maybe it was stolen.

This happens, you know.  Maybe the welfare check didn’t come, or something.  And so these cases are referred to us by social workers, and, in fact, it’s all we can do to keep the pantry full.  We don’t, sometimes.  Many times, we run out.  And by the same token, Lindsay has clothing, and it has worked I think much better rather than trying to have everybody have everything. _______ Abina asked me about that.  Of course, my father always belonged but I never belonged, I mean even after I was grown, because by that time I was working.  I went straight from college to work, so really and truly all I know was that the Evergreen Club was there.  I could not tell you a thing about it.  Now, Abina told me that when the Evergreen Club finally disbanded, there was $5,000.00 and they gave it to Southwestern, and that Dr. Rhodes accepted it.

Well there was more than that.  They sold the clubhouse and the bulk of it went to Southwestern, and something like $1,000.00 to the Salvation Army, and Trinity, some particular thing with Trinity, maybe the recreations is directed to some particular use for Trinity.  They got $1,000.00 or $2,000.00.

But she is real interested in any kind of historical background, and she was a school principal before her retirement, and she goes to Idlewild so Abina had known her over there.  But I imagine she would know as much about the Evergreen neighborhood as anybody would.  She’ll know definite facts, and she would love to tell you about it because she’s just so interested in it.
