Attorney Arthur Gray was at rest, 
ed and freed upon posting $3uo 
bond

The Grand Jury that returned 
the idictment will resume its study 
of an boycott of city buses by Ne­
groes on Monday.

The action brought from it Negro 
leader the pledge that members of 
his race will be more determined 
than ever to malntan their refu­
sal to ride city buses until "Jim 
crow” seating is abolished.

There was no sign if other in­
dictments have been returned in 
the racial controversy since Alaba­
ma law does not permit announc- 
ng names of aixused until they are 

served with the indictments.
Gray and Charles langford were 

the attorneys in a suit filed two 
weeks ago in Federal District Court 
at Montgomery seeking an end to 
segregation in public transporttie 
tion.

The law reportedly has brougtit 
only one previous Indictment In 
Alabama h story. That one resulfk-d 
in the conviction In 1940 of a 
Montgomery Negro lawyer who Has 
active in opening registration 
to Negroes

If convicted. Gray would
automatically barred from
practice and would face a miniilium 
fine of $500. No maximum fine Is 
set by the law. Gray, a native of 
Montgomery, has been practicing 
law for 18 months. He Is a graduate 
of Western Reserve at Cleveland, 
Ohio.

STUDENTS TELL OF TRIP 
EXPERIENCE TO STAFFER

Four Negro college students from 
Pine Bluff, Ark. including one 
Memphian with whom the oilier 
three wire to visit over the week­
end Sunday, in an exclusive inter­
view with tlie Memphis World, 
shortly after their arrival at the 
Greyhound station here, revealed 
the “findings" of their "test case" 
to sec how mid-south area bus lines 
are complying with the recent Inter­
state Commerce Commission ruling 
banning segregation of passengers 
In interstate islatrtD'state) travel.

Tlie collegians reported of no ma­
jor incident in their trip, and found 
both passengers and bus driver pas­
sively accepting passenger "mix­
ing" but also met attempts by sta­

ll ion personnel to discourage mixing 
I in the waiting rooms.

I When first entering the "white" 
Pine Bluff waiting room to pun base 
their tickets to Memphis they were 
told by the ticket seller to use the 
Negro waiting room," the students 

I reported.
| After pointing out that they were 
I interstate passengers, the agent 
then, somewhat reluctantly, issued 
them tickets.

Shortly after taking seats in the 
waiting room a white police officer, 
obviously answering a call from the 
ticket agent, arrived and asked 
"what are you boys during in this 
white waiting room? Your place is 
on the other side."

Pointing out that they were in­
terstate passengers and that they 
had a right to use any waiting room 
the students were then asked by 
tlie officer to show him their tick­
ets-. After inspecting the tickets, "the 
officer said no more and then went 
away," tlie students said.

Another minor incident occurred 
in Blytheville during a rest period. 
Here live station manager angrily 
ordered the students out of the 
waiting room • which tlie students 
politely, but firmly refused to do.

Here also the students reported 
another incident that occurred 
when an unidentified man. "either 
a white man or a fair-skinned Ne­
gro" informed the manager that he 
was "an investigator from Washing­
ton,"

After tilling the manager that 
he had to comply with the ICC rul­
ing. tlie unidentified tnan then told 
the student group to remain in the 
waiting ¡oom until their bus left 
and to "sit where you choose and if 
anyone bothers you report it to 
me."

No further incident Charred the 

trip.
Summing up tlie experience gain­

ed from the trip, a spokesman for 
the student felt it would help if 
more Negroes crossing state lines 
would insist upon their rights. "Sure 
they are going to try and discourage 
you at first, but if you stand up for 
your rights and are right nothing 
will happen"

An English professor declares he 
ren take a flower girl of the slums

"Th’nk like a duchess, act like a 
duchess, talk like a duchess — curb­
stone English keeps you in the gut­
ter," he savs to her. When you try 
to put such thoughts as these in 
your mind, if it is like the average 
mind. I can hear it reply. "Don't 
bother me. I haven't time for these 
UUngs. I’ve got enough to think 
about now. I'll get along all right.” 

"What’s that?" I can hear you an­
swer, "You haven't time for these 
things?”

"I have no opportunity to create." 
you sav No opportunity? Why op­
portunities to create arc popping out 
at you every minute of the day. 
Some of the greatest creations have 
come from minds able to interpret 
the usual in an unusual way.

Here is a example I should like 
you to give. Once a professor hit 
upop a -great discovery while but­
toning up his vest Or rather, he hit 
upon the discovery because his vest 
wouldn't button up His little daugh­
ter had sewn up some-of the but­
ton-holes. His fingers were going 
along as usual In their most intri­
cate operations of-buttoning a but­
ton. If you want to know how intri­
cate these operations are. you might 
try it yourself. Jyst try consciously 
buttoning up one button. But be sure 
and count each tiling that each 
thumb and finger docs. Each move 
that they make. Then you will be 
able to start on this story where 
the professor started.

Frankly speaking, don’t you dare 
stop ¿¡ntil you have produced at 
least one creative idea. One crea­
tive mind dared to put the hind end 
of a needle on the point — a little 
thing, but out of It came the sewing 
machine. Never stop until you can 
put down in black and white some 
one idea or thing that you have cre­
ated.

Perhaps what I have said here 
sounds too big and mighty to be 
accomplished "I am not a genius 
I haven't the capacity to be a presi­
dent. a leading school leader, a great 
scientist, or an author." Well, let's 
not think what you cannot do What 
interests me is what you can do. 
Are you satisfied with what your 
mind has accomplished so far? Has 
It done the best it is capable of do­
ing? I’ll warrant it has not. Then 
your job and mine is to know how 
much more mental ability we have, 
then dare to use it.

Remember that valuable possess­
ions multiply when shared. Our 
minds begins to grow when we 
share it. Alas, there are some who 
will agree to all this and say. "That 
is good stuff." then never do a bless­
ed thing. They will never get any­
where But you teenagers, you are 
going to do things. You are alert. 
Frankly speaking, you will be taking 
a risk, a deep one. for "the Coward 
never get started; The Weak die on 
the way; Only the Strong came 
through!"

• Sometimes ond often than not, for the sake of the record, 
many of us have been tempted into argument around the Supreme 
Court decision outlawing segregation in the public schools. We 
all well knew that in due time fhe representatives of the govern­
ment would take care of the courts, that the country had set 0 
record in the past in dealing with those who claimed too much 
for state rights, and still claimed further, the right to leave fhe 

Union.
Reams of paper have been consumed and volumes of laws 

have been passed from fhe circumvention level, still the decision 
stood.

The Georgia General Assembly has seen a busy session pass­
ing many segregation bills; those laws meant to make its segrega­
tion frontier air tight, and to leave no stone unturned in measures 
to circumvent the court's order. To cap the climax and appease 
lor fear, an "unknown God," our state possed a nullification oct, 
that is an edict voiding the whole decision of the Supreme Court.

Now it comes in fhe year af our lord,' a three-judge federal 
court on February 15th, threw out the segregation law$ that 
Louisiana had carefully devised and codified to side-step the Unit­
ed States Supreme Court.

Thusly, fhe U. S' District Judge, J. Skelly Wright ordered New 
Orleans to desegregate its public schools, declaring Louisiana's 
circumvention lows unconstitutional.

Judge Wright said: "It is a problem thot will require the ut­
most patience, understanding, generosity and forbearance from 
all of us of whatever race." Then the Judge uttered an immortal 
classic. "But the magnitude of the problem may not nullify the 
principle. "And that principle is that we are, all of us, free-born 
Americans with a right to make our way UNFETTERED (Caps,Ours) 
by sanctions imposed by man because of l[ie work of God."

So, Louisiana's circumvention laws, be they interposition, nul­
lification or outright defiance - - are on the march.

As goes Louisiana, maybe------- ‘ goes the rest.
