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WORKMEN · RACE TO COMPLETE 
DORMITORIES BEFORE FALL TERM 

BOTTLE NECKS HAMPER 
WORK ON NEW BUILDINGS 

While the college community holds its 
breath, a hundred workmen on the South· 
western campus are having a spirited race 
with time to complete the new men's and 
women's dormitories before the opening of 
college on September 18. 

Work has gone forward steadily on Voor· 
hies Hall, the new women's dormitory, since 
the last issue of the NEWS. As the accom· 
panying photograph shows, it now looks like 
a building rather than a skeleton. The stone 
masonry is nearing completion, and the struc· 
ture begins ;o appear worthy of its larger 
companion to the west, Palmer Hall. 

Following the ground breaking last fall, the 
S. and W. Construction Company, of Mem· 
phis, contractors, encountered trouble in more 
than ordinary measure; The winter was un· 
usually wet, and competent workmen were 
difficult to find. Worst of all were the acute 
shortages of certain necessary materials. Steel 
door frames, which did not arrive until a few 
days ago, and which therefore caused a delay 
in construction, were the worst of the bottle· 
necks. But all frames are now in place and 
plastering on the first floor is under way as 
the NEWS goes to press in early August.

Trailer Village For G.l!s 
Rises North oF football Field 

After months of negotiation, fifty-three 
trailers have been secured by Southwestern 
from the government and have been arranged 
in squares north of Fargason Field. They will 
serve as homes for married G.I. 's and their 
families. 

Forty of the trailers are standard size, built 
to take care of a couple, and the rest can be 
accommodated to larger family groups. 

They are laid out in the manner of city 
dwellings, with avenues running at right 
angles, and with board walks running the 1 

length of the avenues. All the trailers are 
equipped with running water, and all contain 
cooking stoves. 

The naming of the trailer village and its 
streets and avenues awaits the ingenuity of 
the students of the session of 1946-47, who 
can be expected, come September, to meet 
the occasion. 

Nearly half of next years prospective stu• 
dent body of 750 is expected to be G.I.s, but 
most of the ex-soldiers will be day students. 
During the summer terms the percentage has 
run even higher; of the registrants of the 
first term, almost two-thirds were veterans. 

CAMPUS SPENDS BUSIEST 
MIDSUMMER IN YEARS 

In the ninety-eight years of Southwestern's 
history there has never been a summer like 
this. Normally, by the latter part of July most 
of the summer school students are miles away 
from the campus, the dormitories are vacant, 
the faculty-most of them-are on vacation, 
and the only parts of the plant that· are not 
quiescent are the admintrative offices. 

Not so in 1946. There are 325 students in 
i:he second term of summer school, dormi· 
tories are open, about twenty members of the 
faculty are in residence holding �c�l�a�s�s�~�s�,� and 
the administrative offices were never busier. 

Not since 1925 when the first of the pres· 
ent buildings were being completed, has the 
cam pus been so astir with construction. On 
the west side of the campus the skeleton of 
the new men's dormitory now stands adjacent 
to Calvin Hall. To the east the new dormi· 
tory for women is being dressed up in its 
beautiful cloak of rock. On the north side, 
fifty-odd trailers, freshly painted gray, and 
recently equipped with running water, are 
awaiting their occupants, while boardwalks 
crisscrossing the avenues of trailer village are 
now being laid. 

The pressure is on everywhere: students are 
hard at work on accelerated courses, the reg· 
istrar's office is snowed under with applica· 
tions for admission to the fall term, and ad· 
ministrative officers are on edge, hoping that 
the dormitories may be completed before the 
opening of the fall term. It is all exciting, but 
definitely strenuous for ninety-five-degree 
weather.

Clark Porteous Wins 
Harvard Fellowship 

Clark Porteous, '34, is one of the fourteen 
newspaper men to study at Harvard Univer­
sity this winter under a Nieman fellowship 
award. He will do research in economic and 
social problems of the South. 

The Nieman Fellowship is considered one 
of journalism's highest honors. In addition 
to a year of study at Harvard, it also carries 
a grant of money equal to or in excess of the 
recipient's normal income. 

Mr. Porteous came to Southwestern on an 
athletic scholarship. He set the mile record 
in track, in 1932, which still stands. He was 
president of his fraternity, president of Pan 
Hellenic, a member of ODK and the S Club, 
was elected to the Hall of Fame.

He' was 
Professor of Bible at Southwestern, 1934-43.

Humbly Southwestern pays tribute to these nine. addi·· 
tional heroes who died in the fight to prevent the forces of 
evil from engulfing the world. It is an honor to their Alma 
Mater to claim them as her sons. 

Capt. Carl A. Arnoult 
Capt. Carl A. Arnoult, x'42, of Memphis, Ten­

nessee, who was reported missing in action, June 1, 
1945, has been presumed dead according to an offi­
cial notice from the War Department. Capt. Arnoult 
had been stationed on Tinian Island in the Pacific 
and was plane commander of the B-29 Superfortress 
"Big Poison." On July 1 during a combat mission 
against Osaka, Japan, a second B-29 crashed into 
Capt. Arnoult's plane. Both planes disappeared into 
the clouds below. He was on his thirty-first mission 
and had been selected to return home after four 
more missions. 

He held the Distinguished Flying Cross, the Air 
Medal with two clusters, four Battle Stars, and the 
Presidential Unit Citation. He is survived by his 
wife; his son; his mother, Mrs. C. C. Flaherty; his 
father, Capt. Austin Arnoult; two brothers, John 
Arnoult and Pat Flaherty; and a sister, Helen 
Cuevas, all of Memphis. 

Maj. Charles Green Carter, Jr. 
Maj. Charles G. Carter, Jr., x'44, of Memphis, 

Tennessee, was killed in an airplane crash, May 17, 
1946. At the time of his death he was in charge of 
operations at the Chitose Air Base near Sapparo, 
on the Japanese Island of Hokkaido. While he was 
flying a P-51 fighter, engine trouble developed, and 
after an explosion the plane crashed, presumably 
killing him instantly. He had been scheduled to 
leave for home about June 1. 

After his training in the Air Corps he made 
flights to Newfoundland, Dutch Harbor, and Ice­
land, and later served as an instructor in transport 
work. For meritorious achievement while participat· 
ing in aerial flights in the Southwest Pacific area 
from December 31, 1944, to February.13, 1945, he 
had been awarded the Air Medal. 

He is survived by his parents, Mr. and Mrs. 
Charles G. Carter, and a sister, Mrs. Howell D. 
Woodson, all of Memphis. 

Lt. William C. Doyle 
1st Lt. William C. Doyle, x'44, of Memphis, Ten­

nessee, was lost on a bombing mission on December 
12, 1944, over Germany. He was commanding his 
P-47 Thunderbolt squadron when they encountered 
thirty German planes over Kaiserslautern. 

After graduating from Central High School, he 
attended Southwestern for two years. He enlisted 
in the Army Air Force November 20, 1942, and 
received his wings and commission August 30, 1943. 
Following his transfer overseas in March, 1944, he 
was one of the most active of fighter pilots. During 
the following months he completed one hundred 
and twenty missions. He had been awarded the Air 
Medal with twenty-four Clusters and the Dis­
tinguished Flying Cross, and had been recommended 
for a captaincy and the Croix de Guerre. 

His parents, Mr. and Mrs. J. S. Doyle, and his 
two brothers, James Cornell and John A. Doyle, 
live in Memphis. 
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Lt. Dolive Durant, Jr. 
Lt. Dolive Durant, Jr., x'38, U.S.N., of Mobile, 

Alabama, and Norfolk, Virginia, was lost off Green· 
land, October 13, 1943, when, as commanding offi­
cer, he was leading a flight of Liberator Bombers to 
Europe. The engines of his plane failed and he was 
seen to disilppear in a cloud. The last word from 
him was a radio message ordering the other planes 
of his flight to continue to their assigned destination. 
He was awarded posthumously the Naval Air Medal 
and Citation. 

Following his graduation from high school in 
Mobile, Dolive attended Southwestern, the U. S. 
Naval Academy at Annapolis, and the Air Station 
at Pensacola. His duties with the Navy carried him 
to Bermuda, Trinidad, Natal, and Iceland. He 
served as both pilot and navigator. 

He is survived by his wife and three-year-old 
daughter, of Brooklyn, N. Y.; his father, and 
brother, Grover, Class of '34, of Mobile. 

Captain Ernest Allen Powell 
Capt. Ernest Allen (Jimmy) Powell, Class of '40, 

Memphis, Tennessee, was lost when the Corsair 
fighter plane which he was piloting failed to return 
from an engagement off Guadalcanal in the Solo­
mon Islands, July 18, 1943. Capt. Powell was one of 
the Aces of the Marine Corps, having brought down 
at least five Japanese planes. He had been cited for 
the Silver Star and the Navy Cross for heroism in 
a running engagement with Japanese planes over 
Kolombangara Island in the Solomons in which he 
quickly shot down two bombers and two fighters. 

He entered the Marine Air Corps in June, 1941, 
and after winning his wings at Miami in 1942, he 
was sent to the South Pacific, where he flew with 
Joe Foss and Greg Boyington. Before entering the 
service, he was with duPont as chemist. 

He is survived by his wife; a three-year-old daugh­
ter whom he never saw; his mother, Dr. Louise 
Powell; and two sisters, Joy and Mary Powell.

Lt. Charles D. Forman, Jr. 
Lt. Charles D. Forman, Jr., x'42, Memphis, Ten­

nessee, was killed in action on Christmas Day, 1944, 
over Brux, Czechoslovakia, while on a bombing mis­
sion; the B-17 Flying Fortress of which he was the 
pilot failed to return to its base. 

Lt. Forman entered the Army on Feb. 1, 1942, 
and received his early training at Santa Ana, Cali­
fornia. At Ryan Field, Mercede, California, he was 
awarded the gold medal which was given to the 
outstanding cadet in the class. After further train­
ing at Stockton, California, and McDill Field, 
Florida, he was sent overseas in November, 1944, 
and was based with the. 15th Army Air Force in 
Italy. 

He is survived by his wife, Mrs. Barbara M. For­
man; his parents, Mr. and Mrs. Charles D. Forman; 
a sister, Mrs. Harold Wilson; and two brothers, Lt. 
Col. Robert L.- (Red) Forman and a younger 
brother, Bert. 

Lt. Robert E. White, Jr. 
Lt. (j.g.) Robert E. White, Jr., x'39, of Union 

City, Tennessee, was lost following a bombing mis­
sion near Formosa, on January 28, 1945. He was 
piloting a B-24 Liberator Bomber, with Japanese 
ships as his objective when he was brought down by 
enemy fire. Of the crew of eleven, seven were cap­
tured, six of whom were executed by the Japanese 
in China, June, 1945. Lt. White and three of the 
crew were never heard from, and it is presumed that 
they were killed in the crash. 

Lt. White entered the service in March, 1941, 
as a civilian instructor at Cimarron Field, Oklahoma 
City. Following his transfer to the Naval Air Corps, 
he served as instructor in instrument flying at Vero 
Beach, Florida. He began his duties in the Pacific 
in November, 1944. 

He is survived by his wife, Catherine Scates 
White, and parents, Mr. and Mrs. R. E. White, of 
Union City, Tennessee.

Lt. Martin Francis O'Callaghan, Jr. 
Lt. Martin Francis O'Callaghan, Jr., x'44, of 

Memphis, was reported missing in action on Febru­
ary 14, 1945, over Zagreb, Yugoslavia. He was re­
turning from a strafing mission when he radioed 
that he was bailing out of his P-38. Since then there 
has been no definite news of him. 

He was born in Memphis, Tennessee, and follow­
ing his graduation from Christian Brothers College, 
he enrolled in Southwestern. Before entering the 
army, he had held a position with the McFadden 
Cotton Company of Memphis. He received bis 
flight training in California and graduated at Wil­
liams Field, Chandler, Arizona, January 7, 1944. 
After going overseas he flew with the top-scoring 
fliers of the Mediterranean area. He had received 
the Air Medal and two Oak Clusters. 

His mother, Mrs. Martin F. O'Callaghan, his 
brother, Jack, and his two sisters, Claire and Phyllis, 
all live in Memphis. 

Lt. William B. Williams 
Lt. William B. Williams, x'44, of Huntingdon, 

Tennessee, was killed in action on September 17, 
1944, while participating in the airborne invasion 
of Holland. During a glider-tow mission to Eind­
hoven, Holland, the C-47 troop carrier on which 
he was pilot was shot down by German anti-aircraft 
fire. Although his plane was struck repeatedly by 
flak, Lt. Williams proceeded on his mission until 
both engines were shot out. The glider which he 
had been towing was then cut loose and continued 
to its objective. He was posthumously awarded the 
Air Medal with two Oak Leaf Clusters. 

Before entering the Air Forces, Billy attended 
Southwestern and played end on the football team. 

He leaves his wife and a daughter, Martha Kath­
leen, of Lavinia, Tennessee; his parents, Mr. and 
Mrs. Clark Williams; three brothers, Johnny and 
Dallas of Huntingdon, and Allen of Milan, 
Tennessee.
