The College

One of America’s premier liberal arts and sciences colleges, Rhodes is located in Memphis, Tennessee, and is affiliated with the Presbyterian Church.

The Campus

Quietly nestled in an attractive residential neighborhood, the beautiful campus is composed of 100 wooded acres and 46 Gothic stone buildings. Thirteen Rhodes buildings are listed on the National Register of Historic Places. A new $40-million library was completed and dedicated in 2005.

The Students

There are 1,700 students representing 43 states and six foreign countries. Seventy-seven percent of students live on campus.

The Academic Program

Rhodes offers 24 departmental majors plus seven interdisciplinary majors and 27 minors, as well as numerous options for independent study and study abroad.

The Faculty

Ninety-five percent of our full-time faculty hold the Ph.D. or other terminal degree in their discipline.

Student/Faculty Ratio

Rhodes has a student/faculty ratio of 11:1.

Class Size

Rhodes has an average class size of 15 students.

Campus Life

More than 90 student clubs and organizations including campus publications, fine arts clubs, special interest groups, community service groups, and Greek organizations.

Athletics

NCAA Division III athletics offering 10 women’s varsity sports, nine men’s varsity sports, plus a large variety of club sports and intramurals.

Financial Aid

Rhodes offers one of the largest merit-based scholarship programs per capita in the nation. More than 75 percent of our students receive some form of financial aid—totaling more than $20 million each year.
