Jesse H Turner, president of the 
Memphis branch of the NAACP, 
this week vigorously opposed a pro­
posal calling for erection of the 
city’s first turnkey housing pro­
ject at the southern tip of once 
lily-white Riverside Park.

The project, sponsored by federal 
funds, would be racially mixed

The project was originally plan­
ned for the Frayser community :n 
North Memphis and had been dub 
bed the Frayser Turnkey ProJ?:'..

Frayser, almost solidly white, 
sent up a loud protest against the 
proposed project The white citi­
zens in Frayser don't want it.

In an effort to hold on to the 
federal funds and to appease Fiav-I 
serltes, City Councilman Wyeth 
Chandler gave birth to the Idea 
that the turnkey housing project 
be erected on Riverside Park land, 
an area surrounded by Negro resl 
dents.

Mr. Turner, speaking for the NA­
ACP, said "The proposed use of 
Riverside Park for Negro housing 
would simply be a continuation of 
an accepted discriminati'-y prac­
tice of this commuunity.'

Giving support to Mr. Turner tn 
his protest was Gerald A. Fanion, 
deputy director of the Tennessee 
Council on Human Relations.

In his protest to members of the 
City Council, Mr. Turner said:

1. The current housing trend in 
this county is for whites to move 
eastwardly and northwardly and 
for Negroes to locate westward'y 
and In the inner city vacated by 
whites. A housing project located 
in Riverside Park will continue 10 
perpetuate this segregation trend 
an0 moreover, will violate Fedcial 
guidelines.

i. The primary objection to the 
low-cost Frayser Turnkey Project 
is racial, in this day and tlroa, our 
cilty cannot be run on racism. Ac­
commodating the bigots and ra­
cists, by placing the public hous­
ing? project in Riverside park in­
stead of Frayser, can do nothing 
more than contribute to our com­
munity's racial unrest.

3. In years past, our politicians 
have manipulated our parks to 
maintain and perpetuate r=ciai re- 
gregation by (1) establishing parks 
as a buffer between Negro and 
white neighborhoods and or i2) 
purchasing land for parks to pre­
vent builders from construction 
homes for Negroes when whites 
objected. The use of Riverside Park

for public housing would simply be 
an extensoln (though slightll va­
ried, of an old segregation prac­
tice, which is unquestionably con­
trary to the sprit of the law.

LWR officials reported here that 
the supplies consisted of 50.000 
pounds of clothing. 2.000 blankets, 
and *10 000 worth of medicines. 
Half blankets were provided by 
Church World Service, material aid 
agency of the National Council of 
Churches.

Through arrangements with the 
Imperial Iranian Mission here, the 
supplies were being flown from New I 
York to Teheran by commercial air­
lines and then air-lifted by planes 
of the Iranian Air Force to Mesh­
ed. the capital of Khurason pro-!

Craggy, windswept Khurason pro-1 
vince, which adjoins the Soviet and 
Afghan borders, was ravaged by 
two severe tremors on Aug. 31 and

casualitles. Roughly 18.000 people 
were thought to have been killed 
as whole villages in the province 
were virtually wiped out.

These figures exceeded the 12.000

Thirty-three Lutheran pators of 
Metropolitan Washington sighed a 
detention here supporting 52 Ro­
man Catholic priests in the nation's 
capital who oppose Pope Paul's 
recent encyclical banning artificial 
means of birth control.

The Catholic clergyman, memb- 
en of the Washington Association 
of Priests, had taken Issue publicly 
with the Pope’s pronouncements. 
Thblr opposition was solidified 
wliert Patrick Cardinal O’Boyle. 
Archbishop of Washington, su­
spended and later relieved the Rev. 
T. Joseph O’Donoghue from his 
port as- assistant pastor at St. 
Francis de Sales church here for 
preaching a sermon in which he 
quoted dissenting opinions by Ca­
tholic clergy on birth control.

On'Sept. 3, Cardinal O’Boyle 
warned that as a bishop he was du- 
ty-TOnnntrtste dBcipimary action 
against any priest who does not 
totally accept the pre nouncements 
on birth control as centained in the 
Pope's encyclical (On Human Life).

In their statement of concern for 
the dissident priests, the Lutheran 
pastors .resolved to:

Give support to those priests who 
oppose the banning of artificial 
birth controls as set forth ln pope 
Paul's encyclical.

Uphold the priests' right to dis­
sent.

Urge Cardinal O'Boyle to prac­
tice love and restraint by not ex­
ercising discipline or sanctions a- 
gainst the dissenting clergy.

Express ther concern to Cardinal 
O'Boyle in writing, and communi­
cate their support th the dissent­
ing clergy.

The declaration noted that priests 
who dissent fro# Pope paul'a pro­
nouncements on birth control “do 
Mt of Biblical and theological 

tsion, and out of love Mid 
concern for their parisnloriei’s.'^

Asserting that “we stand as 
brothers to the Roman Catholic 
Church and to! 'fellow members of 
the clergy," the Lutheran pastors 
went on to declare that "We are 
equally concerned kith out fellow 
Roman Catholid clergy that mem­
bers of our respective flocks be led 
ln expressions of genuine love and 
godly lives."

“We agree that men must fol­
low the persuasion of their con­
sciences as enlightened by Scrip-

lures, as iell as . the tradition of 
the total churth, and God’s own 
activity in the world in our time," 

they Concluded.
The Lutheran . clergymen signed 

the statement at the dose of a 
conference Convened by the Theo­
logical Studies Committee of the 
Lutheran Planning Council of 
Washington to hear Dr. Arnold E. 
Carlson, executive secertary of the 

Division of Theological Studies of 
the Lutheran Council ln the U8A.

The Rev. Edgar J. Munditiger, 
pastor of Christ Lutheran church 
here, committee chairman and one 
of those signing the statement, em­
phasized that circulation of the 
document was oqt part of the of­
ficial business of the conference

“It was simply an expression of 
individual opnion on the part of 
pastors who wanted to record their 
feelings in tire matter," he said.
