Changes In fair Social Security

BY J. W. EAVES

Under the old social security
law, benefit payments to a child
ended when the child reached age
18. For most children, this pro-
vision still holds. A change in the
law, however, now provides for the
payment of benefits under certain
conditions to a disabled child after
age 18 if the child became totally
disabled before age 18.

To be eligible for child’'s bene-
fits after age 18. the child must be
unmarried, and be dependent on
a parent, step-parent, or adopting
parent who”te'eligible for old-age
Insurance benefits, or who was In-
sured for the purpose of survivors
benefits at the time of his or her
death. The mother of the child is
also eligible for monthly benefit
payments as long as she continues
to have the disabled child in her
ate.

I say "child” because the child's

benefit payments under this pro-
vision in the amended law are
bated on a disability which be-
came total before the child’s 18th
birthday. However, the benefit"
continue indefinitely into adult
years as long as the beneficiary re-
mains totally disabled. Moreover, it
Ls not necessary that the recipient
of disabled child's benefits have
any work record at all under so-
cial security in order to get these
monthly payments.

In writing the provision for dis-
j abled child's benefits into the'
] amended law, Congress gave recog-
| nitinn to a well-known fact. Dis-
abled children are as dependent on
their parents after attaining age
18 as before and therefore' It was
lelt that it was important to fill
I'this gap tn the Federal insurance
jprogram by providing benefits for
children who would not be able to
| support themselves.
| We all realize the distressing and
| serious situation fac’d by people
who have the care of a child who

never grows up, or who because of
I'a physical impairment requires
constant care throughout life. The

concern of these parents is the
| more acute because they are con-

stantly haunted by the “spectre of
uncertainty—what will happen to
the child when the usual family in-
come is cut off by the death or re?

Parents of children who are dis-
abled should get in touch with our
social security office after Step-
tember, 1966. The first payments
to disabled children or over, whose
disability became total before they
reached age 18 will be for January
1957. However, no monthly pay-
ments for the child and for the
mother with the child In her care
will be lost if application for the
lienefits is made before the end of
January 1958. because payments
can go back aa many as 12 months
| before the month In which an ap-
| plication is made
