The bitter warfare almost ended
football as a sport at West Point.
Happily, time soother ruffled feel-
ings and when play was resumed
the game was shifted to Franklin
Field in Philadelphia. It imme-
diately became the nation's No.
1 sports spectacle and that 1899
game, won by Army. 17-5, drew
what one paper described as “the
fantastically tremendous crowd of
25,000 of our sports-loving citi-
zenry."

This annual football struggle has
produced sports heroes galore. It
also has produced h°roes on the
battle iicitg from Df-nnt« Miche
who played in the first game in
1890 and later gave his life for hi-

country in  Cuba during the
Spanish-American War  down to
John Trait, captain of the 1949

Army team, who lost his life the
other day while fighting in Korea.
There have been countless hair-
rasing plays in the long scries. In
the 1901 game for instance, bar-
ley Daly of Army took the kick-
off starting the second half and
raced 100 yards for a touchdown.

Army won the game, 11-5.

It was the same year that Presi-
dent Teddy Roosevelt inaugurated
the system of changing sides for
each half of the vume, and suc-
ceeding presidents- have  followed
that rule.

The Army scored a lop-sided vic
tory in 1903, winning 40-5, a re-
cord which stood until last year
when Army won, 38-0. .

The 1905 game was switched for
one year to Princeton. N. J., and
ended in a 6-6 tie and a squabble.
Trains wen late and the last ten
minutes of the game had to be
cancelled because of  Darkness.
Army which drew 110 yards in
penalties to 10 for Navy charged
the officials with incompetence.

There was no Army-Navy game in
1909. Army cancelled the last four
games thgt year after Eugene
Byrne, Army tackle, was killed in
the game with Harvard.
